A beautiful model of the MJLA proposed
playground for Werribee Zoo (on an African
theme) created by staff at MJLA with some help
from expert model maker John Cherey was
delivered to Weribee Zoo this week to be used
at events fo raise funds for construction of this
very exciting project.

The second in our series of
seminars, enfifled Oufer Space: a
better balance between public &
private, quality & quantity
affracted a large audience, & not
one, but TWO planning
ministers. The Hon. John
Thwaites opened the day & the
Hon. Robert Maclellan gave the
keynote address.

The Hon. John Thwaites
pointed out the economic
imperative of providing open
space of quality, in sufficient
quantity, & with enough diversity
fo affract & keep the people who
are most likely to contribute to the new, robust
economies now developing.

Quality open space is one indicafor of the new
economies, he said, as is a folerant & highly
liveable environment.

The Hon. Rob Maclellan provided insights info
the challenges he faced - & survived! We need to
look for reality, & accountability, beyond theory,
not idealism. The reality of people’s lives = women
going fo work, kids playing in parks, gym-based
exercise — needed fo be recognised. The biggest
factor defermining where people will live, he said,
is the availability of sewer pipes.

Action stations... At the conclusion of the
seminar, it was suggested that a series of
resolutions be developed on the issues discussed.
[See enclosed or for a copy, fax us. See our defails
overleaf.) Most local government representatives
in attendance were very concerned about the
proportion of open space faken in new
subdivisions & the processes associated with it.

Pyramids of steel
MJLA have been working
with steel artist David Jonas
on an extraordinary
pyramid-shaped play
structure for a new
playground on the Mirvac,
development at
Heatherton. David has
embellished the design
with images, moving parts
& defails which will
infrigue children. The
playground will be
completed over summer.

Gone fishing...

Sport & Recreation Victoria recently initiated @
major project fo encourage participation in
recreational fishing. The intention is to
encourage new participants especially by
targetting school children & people with
disabilities. The project includes a grant scheme
for fishing clubs, the development of leaming
models & the design of new activities in
parinership between schools & clubs. The
project also includes a component of research
info the accessibility of fishing infrastructure.

JRTP recently ran a series of planning workshops fo
refine the project plan.

Early learning

MJLA have been commissioned to design outdoor
play areas for the new Xavier College Early
learning Centre, fo include play spaces for
children ranging from three year olds up to
children in grade Four.

Kick scooter update

We recently sampled 1000 children &
found over 20% of 9-16yr olds owned a
scooter. (Up to 39% of males). The US
Consumer Product Safety Commission has
reported that scooter related injuries have
increased 700% since May. A legal
challenge in the US means many scooters
will be off the market following a finding
that the patented brake design of the
original Razor scooter is being copied! .
Standards Aust. has now launched an
investigation info scooter safety here.
